Soho is a Canadian junior mining and exploration company with a strategic focus on gold and precious metals.  The 
Companyôs current focus is directed towards the exploration and development of the ñTahuehueto Projectò, located in 
the north-western corner of Durango State, Mexico, within the prolific Sierra Madre mountain range.  The Tahuehueto 
Project is typical of a classic Mexican epithermal vein system that hosts multiple large scale structures strongly 
mineralized in gold, silver, lead, zinc and copper.

Sohoôs Tahuehueto Project is considered to be very similar to the La Cienega Mine, a poly-metallic deposit owned by 
Penoles, Mexicoôs largest mining company.  Tahuehueto also shares strong similarities to the San Dimas District 
(historic production of more than 9 million oz. of gold and 3/4 billion 
oz. of silver) of Luismin Mines Inc.. (Goldcorp Inc.) 
 
Sohoôs Tahuehueto Project hosts large vein structures over 4 - 6 
kilometres of strike length.  Goals are to expand mineralization 
within known existing structures while exploring for new structures 
on the Project within the Tahuehueto District.

Exploration is at an advanced stage with the Company receiving its first formal resource calculated to NI 43-101 
standards in April of 2008. (Details on back side).  The Company expects to have an updated NI 43-101 resource 
estimate completed by mid April 2009 which will incorporate the results obtained on 72 additional drill holes, which were 
not available for inclusion into the original resource calculation. 
 
Tahuehueto hosts at least a dozen mineralised deposits and showings.  These zones occur within a structurally 
controlled epithermal vein system on a district scale traced for over six kilometres within the property. 
 
Exploration efforts are currently concentrated on five centrally located deposits, Cinco de Mayo, El Rey, El Creston,  
Santiago and El Catorce.  All five are yielding encouraging assays of precious and base metals over potentially 
mineable widths.
