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Community & Environment
Soho Resources is committed 
to conducting its exploration 
and development activities in 
a socially and environmentally 
progressive manner. Particular 
emphasis is placed on 
establishing positive 
relationships with community
leaders and Durango State 
authorities. Community consultations are held to ensure 
citizens are kept informed of the Company's activities.

Road access is an important local issue, and the Company is 
working to ensure reasonable access to landowners while 
limiting access to other areas to ensure minimal damage to 
the environment. Reseeding and drainage-improvement 
programs are also important environmental priorities. 

As the Tahuehueto Project advances from exploration and 
development to the pre-feasibility stage, environmental 
baseline studies will lay the foundation for more detailed 
studies examining all aspects of potential mine development 
to ensure the highest standards of environmental protection. 

On the social front, Soho Resources supports a range of 
initiatives to improve conditions for local communities. The 
Company helped local authorities establish and equip the 
first school to be located at the local community on site.  Soho 
has also contributed to improving infrastructure, such as 
electricity, water supply 
and filtration systems, and 
sanitation improvements. 
Local hiring and 
procurement policies have 
been adopted to ensure 
that benefits flow to the 
communities and regions 
surrounding the Project.
